Executive Summary 
 

Overview 
ETC Institute administered a quality of life and budget priorities survey for the City of Cincinnati 
during the months of winter 2024. This survey will be used help develop the budget for fiscal year 
2025. Respondent feedback will assist the City in better understanding citizen's quality of life and 
determining how to best allocate funding for programs, services, and facilities. 

Methodology 
ETC Institute mailed a survey packet to a random sample of households in Cincinnati. Each survey 
packet contained a cover letter, a copy of the survey, and a postage‐paid return envelope. 
Residents who received the survey were given the option of returning the survey by mail or 
completing it online at CincinnatiSurvey.org.

After the surveys were 
mailed, ETC Institute followed up with residents to encourage participation. To prevent people 
who were not residents of Cincinnati from participating, everyone who completed the survey 
online was required to enter their home address prior to submitting the survey. ETC Institute 
then matched the addresses that were entered online with the addresses that were originally 
selected for the random sample. If the address from a survey completed online did not match 
one of the addresses selected for the sample, the online survey was not included in the final 
database for this report. 
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The goal was to collect a minimum of 1,200 surveys from residents. The goal was met with 1,216 
surveys collected. The overall results for the sample of 1,216 surveys has a precision of at least 
+/‐2.8 at the 95% level of confidence.

The major findings of the survey are summarized below. 

Cincinnati Quality of Life 

Rating Quality of Life Individually. Respondents were asked to imagine a ladder with steps 
numbered from zero at the bottom and 10 at the top. The bottom of the ladder represented the 
worst possible life and the top represented the best possible life. The highest percentage of 
respondents rated their current position as either a 6 or 7 (38%) followed by an 8 or 9 (26%) or 4 
to 5 (22%). When asked to rate where they expect to stand 5 years from now, the highest 
percentage (35%) said at an 8‐9 followed by 24% at a 10.  

Rating Community. Respondents were asked to rate where they stand on a ladder where 0 
represents disconnection and a poor sense of community and 10 being a strong sense of 
community and connectedness. The highest percentage of respondents (30%) rated themselves 
at a 4‐5 or 6‐7.  

Standard of Living. Sixty percent of respondents (60%) rated their current standard of living with 
all the things they can buy and do as satisfactory. Almost half of respondents (48%) say they feel 
their standard of living is staying the same. Nearly a quarter of respondents (23%) say there have 
been times in the past year when they did not have enough money to buy the food that they or 
their family needed. 
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Budget Priorities 
 
Housing and Development. The three priorities selected most were affordable housing 
development (50%), homeownership opportunities (42%), and supply of housing (40%). 
 
Community Safety. The three funding priorities selected by the highest percentage of 
respondents were alternative response to crisis and non‐violent incidents (62%), pedestrian 
safety measures throughout the city (54%), and increased visibility of patrol officers (53)%. 
 
Neighborhood Beautification and Cleanliness. The two funding priorities selected by the highest 
percentage of respondents were cleanup of trash and litter in public areas (69%) and planting 
trees/maintenance of roadside landscaping (42%).  
 
Nuisance Removal and Enforcement Efforts. The two funding priorities selected by the highest 
percentage of respondents were efforts to address homeless encampments (44%) and 
demolishing vacant structures deemed a nuisance (43%). 
 
Transportation and Pedestrian Infrastructure and Maintenance. The three funding priorities 
selected by the highest percentage of respondents were filling potholes on City streets (68%), 
fixing sidewalks (53%), and rehabilitation of City streets (46%). 
 
Economic Development and Opportunity. The two funding priorities selected by the highest 
percentage of respondents were neighborhood/small business support (45%) and the City's 
efforts to attract new businesses and job opportunities (42%).  
 
Social Services. The three funding priorities selected by the highest percentage of respondents 
were homelessness and eviction prevention (59%), food insecurity/food access (58%), and 
childcare affordability and availability (50%).  
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Programs, Services, and Facilities Needs and Priorities 
Program/Facility/Service Needs: Respondents were asked to identify if their household had a 
need for 13 facilities/programs/services and to rate how well their needs for each were currently 
being met. Based on this analysis, ETC Institute was able to estimate the number of households 
in the community that had the greatest “unmet” need for various facilities/programs/services. 

The three programs/facilities/services with the highest percentage of households that have an 
unmet need: 

1. Neighborhood cleanliness and beautification – 90,374 households
2. Resident and community safety – 85,423 households
3. Nuisance removal and enforcement efforts – 82,617 households

The estimated number of households that have unmet needs for each of the 13 areas assessed 
is shown in the chart below.

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Facilities, Programs, and Services Importance: In addition to assessing the needs for each 
facility/program/service, ETC Institute also assessed the importance that residents placed on each 
item. Based on the sum of respondents’ top three choices, these were the three 
services/programs/facilities ranked most important to residents: 

1. Resident and community safety (44%)
2. Transportation and pedestrian infrastructure/maintenance (38%)
3. Neighborhood cleanliness and beautification (33%)

The percentage of residents who selected each program/facility/service as one of their top three 
choices is shown in the chart below. 

Budget Priorities. The three major categories of city services respondents think should be the top 
priorities for funding in the City's FY2026 budget were resident and community safety (48%), 
housing development and affordability (43%), and transportation and pedestrian 
infrastructure/maintenance (35%).

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Priorities for Facility Investments: The Priority Investment Rating (PIR) was developed by ETC 
Institute to provide organizations with an objective tool for evaluating the priority that should 
be placed on government investments. The Priority Investment Rating (PIR) equally weighs (1) 
the importance that residents place on facilities/programs/services and (2) how many residents 
have unmet needs for the program/facility/service. [ Details regarding the methodology for this 
analysis are provided in Section 3 of this report.] 

Based the Priority Investment Rating (PIR), the following facilities/programs/services were 
rated as high priorities for investment: 

 Resident and community safety (PIR=194.5)
 Neighborhood cleanliness and beautification (PIR=174.4)
 Housing development and affordability (PIR=158.3)
 Transportation & pedestrian infrastructure/maintenance (PIR=154.7)
 Nuisance removal and enforcement efforts (PIR=136.2)
 Public health and mental health services (PIR=121.2)
 Economic development and opportunity (PIR=116.8)
 Sustainability and climate resiliency (PIR=112.6)
 Social services (PIR=101.7)

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Priority Investment Rating 
Cincinnati, OH

The Priority Investment Rating (PIR) was developed by ETC Institute to provide governments 
with an objective tool for evaluating the priority that should be placed on parks and recreation 
investments.   The Priority  Investment Rating was developed by ETC  Institute to  identify the 
facilities and programs residents think should receive the highest priority for investment.  The 
priority investment rating reflects the importance residents place on items (sum of top 4 choices) 
and the unmet needs  (needs that are not met or only partly met)  for each  facility/program 
relative to the facility/program that rated the highest overall.  Since decisions related to future 
investments should consider both the level of unmet need and the importance of facilities and 
programs, the PIR weights each of these components equally. 

The PIR reflects the sum of the Unmet Needs Rating and the Importance Rating as shown in the 
equation below: 

PIR = UNR + IR 

For example, if the Unmet Needs Rating for Community Gardens were 98.9 (out of 100) and 
the Importance Rating for Community Gardens were 21.6 (out of 100), the Priority 
Investment Rating for Community Gardens would be 120.5 (out of 200). 

How to Analyze the Charts: 

 High Priority Areas are those with a PIR of at least 100.  A rating of 100 or above
generally  indicates  there  is  a  relatively  high  level  of  unmet  need  and  residents
generally think it is important to fund improvements in these areas.  Improvements in
this area are likely to have a positive impact on the greatest number of households.

 Medium Priority Areas are those with a PIR of 50‐99.  A rating in this range generally
indicates there is a medium to high level of unmet need or a significant percentage of
residents generally think it is important to fund improvements in these areas.

 Low Priority Areas are those with a PIR below 50.  A rating in this range generally
indicates there is a relatively low level of unmet need and residents do not think it is
important to fund improvements in these areas.  Improvements may be warranted if
the needs of very specialized populations are being targeted.
